Read Romans 5:5

Pour It Out

Grab a pitcher and fill it up with water. Now find
an empty water bottle and some tape. On one
piece of tape write “God’s Love” and on another
write your name. Stick the “God'’s Love” label

on the pitcher and the name label on the water
bottle and head outside. Set the bottle on the
ground and carefully pour the water into the
bottle until it overflows and floods out onto the
ground.
